 Founded in 2007, Promised Land Anglican 

Church, as it was known then, celebrated its first 

service in the rose garden of Roy and Mary Schick, 

with 25 people in attendance on April 13, 2008. In 

May, Promised Land Anglican Church began doing 

business as Christ Church Vero Beach. 

 With attendance growing, the search for 

worship space was under way. The church founders, 

Roy P. Schick, Jr., H. James Reamy, III, Michael Al-

lik, and Lionel Lowry, III, proposed moving into a 

building that housed the former Luriaõs Department 

Store in Majestic Plaza. With manpower from a lo-

cal construction company and labor from the con-

gregation, the building was ready for the first ser-

vice, which took place on July 5, 2008. 
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In addition to our strong commitment to outreach, 
we have four other major areas: Healing, Holy   
Communion, Worship, and Discipleship.
