CLASSROOM TECHNOLOGY

Technology is utilized extensively at CCA Lower School. Each classroom is equipped with a
large screen television along with an iPad and Surface laptop for each teacher. Every CCA
student will be furnished with an Apple iPad to use throughout the 2021-2022 academic year.

Homework mirrors the in-class
instruction, and digital tools are available as part of the program on Sadlier
Connect.

The Bible App for Kids is a
fun experience designed to encourage kids to return again and
again. It is the beginning of a lifelong love of God’s Word.

We believe the Bible to be God’s self-revelation, the Word that shows “\dergar Ten

For each passage of Scripture, we look for the ways that God reveals
Himself, and then we study how His message shines through context, &
culture, language, and application. We challenge students first to stand |
in awe of God, to know and love Him, for that is the first step of any
true change in character.

With this perspective, all of life, creation, and Scripture becomes a window through which we
can see the light of God’s goodness, power, and love. As His grace draws our gaze to Himself,
we learn to rejoice in Him.
